Your HPPI Board is working on some great projects this year:

With HUGE assistance from Tampa City Councilman Harry Cohen, HPPI and our fellow persis-
tent neighbors convinced the City of Tampa to address the water issue on Edison Avenue that
is affecting much of our neighborhood. While we expect much inconvenience during the next
several months, the outcome should be a major improvement. Thanks to HPPI’s lobbying
efforts, the City has agreed to allocate over $600,000 for this project. Our past HPPI presidents
Carren Friess, Cindy Ramm, Elizabeth Christenberry and many Hyde Park residents and board members have
worked for several years on this, and we expect to see completion by spring of 2016. Please be sure to thank Mayor
Bob Buckhorn, the Tampa City Council members and all who helped with this major capital project.

Ouir fall party at the home of Brian and Mary Crino was a huge success. In addition to some good fellowship, delicious
food, and the beautiful environment in the Crino’s home, our HELP officer was on hand to answer questions about the
program. Our holiday party will be held December 5th at the Bonilla home on Bayshore and we hope you will all join
us for the fun and festivities. We also hope you will join us December 6th for our annual home tour that will take place
along Boulevard this year. We will, of course, sponsor our spring events and the Alley Sweep during the first half of
2016.

We have been working closely with HHPNA (our neighborhood association to our west) to create the beautiful up-
grades to Swann Pond. As you can see, this area has recently transformed from an eyesore to a beautiful place to
walk and relax.

We plan to continue working to upgrade our historic lights and street signs. These signs are continuously damaged,
and HPPI is responsible for repairing them. We will continue these repairs.

As you may have noticed, our tree-planting program (initiated by Missy Schukraft and Harold Walker) was a success.
In partnership with the City of Tampa, we have planted over 100 trees in the right-of-way. HPPI contributed to up-
grade the size of our trees to improve the quality, appearance and growth of our installed trees and have set aside
funds to continue this program.

We will continue to stay vigilant with zoning issues, and we will continue to lobby the City of Tampa for funds for up-
grades to our neighborhood. Our next goal is to ask the City to upgrade our streets and alleys which are crumbling.
Councilman Cohen has expressed much interest in assisting us with this major capital project, and we will continue
working on this.

Rick and Flip Miller recently volunteered to accept the job of co-directors of our HELP program. You can read more
about HELP on the next pages. THANK YOU Rick and Flip for taking on this daunting project!

After much discussion, HPPI agreed to REDUCE total dues to our residents this year. In the past, we have asked
neighbors to contribute to HPPI AND to HELP. In past years, homeowners who supported both programs were asked
to contribute $395 per year. This year, we have combined both programs and have reduced the cost significantly:
$250 normal membership, $200 for seniors, and $500 for gold members. Further, we have created a category for
people who have financial issues and for “conscientious objectors” who would like to belong to HPPI but who feel that
our pricing structure is not appropriate in their particular situation. We are already finding that this reduced dues
structure is increasing participation. Our goal is to welcome and include as many neighbors as possible into HPPI.

If you have not become a member of HPPI, there is still time to sign up. We need you!

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How did we accomplish the Edison Water Drainage Project? From Cindy Ramm
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Edison Water Drainage Project Update - Neighbor, Geoff Meyer posed the following questions to Mike

Miller, Stormwater Engineering, regarding this project as it impacts the neighborhood. James King is the City’s Construction man-
ager for this project and will become the point of contact during construction. He may be reached at 813-635-3416 or email.

Mike, since it appears that the construction may span through the entire holiday season, it would also be helpful @ see
detailed schedule so that we can plan accordingly. Items of concern that relate to the schedule include:
1) Schedule/Phasing of road closures and partial closures:
a) Can we get start/end dates of the phased closures of portions of the affected str@sésFroject is to start next week. The
contractor will be installing tree barricades and setting up dewatering equipment.
b) Also, will this work still be underway during Gasparilla®Per contract, all work will be suspended during the Gasparilla parade
and children’s parade. In addition, no work will be allowed during Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays.
¢) Will one side of an entire block be closed at a time (i.e. one way traffic and no parking on that block)? Since ouristseet
narrow, it would be helpful to anticipate when we will need to seek alternative parking locationsctual construction will com-
mence on the west side of Edison Avenue at Bayshore Blvd and proceed northerly in segments of about 300-400 feet. Contractor
will restore as best he can, although perhaps with temporary material, all driveways and sidewalks in each segment before progress-
ing to the next segment. The road will remain open to traffic with only daily lane closures.
2) Schedule/Phasing of demolition of sidewalks and driveway aprons:

a) We have a neighbor that requires a wheelchair; and they require the ability to park in their driveway and use the siddwalk

get to their handicapped ramp and into their house. Should they contact you directly to discuss access to their house eihe
sidewalk, driveway, and (potentially) the road in front of their house are closed offfease have these residents contact Scott
Brooks, City of Tampa Inspections Supervisor, directly at 813-781-6720 to register your special needs. The City’s Inspection Division
will be notifying residents that will be affected ahead of time as the construction progresses up Edison Ave.
b) Many of us have original contractor stamps in our sidewalks and driveways; and those of us with new driveways were
required by the ARC to remove these stamps, set them aside, and reinstall them in our new drives. Who will be removing
stamps, storingthem, and reinstalling them? And where will they be stored until reinstallatiorme contractor is responsible to
remove, protect and replace the cartouches. He will be paid to perform this task and will forfeit payment, if they are damaged or
lost. The intent is to store them offsite.
c) Also, since the work is occurring along the outer de
correct? Many houses have curbs and/or retaining walls on our property line abutting the sidewalk. If they are compromis
during construction is there a plan in place for replacememy damage to private property will be restored or replaced. The
contractor is taking measures to protect the retaining walls.

3) Schedule/Phasing of Righaf-way Work:
a) Most of our utilities run through the rigkdf-way, with the exception of sanitary and power. And our potable and reclaimec
meters are all in the right of way in the construction zone. Will there be any down time for any of those utilities (gasecab
potable water, reclaimed water, etc.)?he plan is no down time, but Verizon and the water department will be closely monitoring
the progress, so they can quickly move in to restore service. Work will be done with small equipment to minimize the impact.
b) Also, the power for the street lights runs down the rigbt-way in the construction zone, should we anticipate any down
time for the street lights?Street light power runs 1 foot behind the curb, directly under the actual lights. Our work will not come
close to this area, except where it crosses Inman and Morrison.
c) Most of the houses have irrigation systems in the rigiftway. What is the plan for repair of those systemsQontractor is
responsible to restore any irrigation damaged during construction.
d) Lastly, many on our street have large trees in the rigiftway (and some of us have tiny little replacement trees for large
oaks that were killed when utilities such as FIOS, etc. were installed in the rigfhvay :) What is the plan to protect the ob
zone for the large trees that still remain?ll large trees, whether in the right of way or adjacent to it on private property, will be
protected by tree barricades and roots will be avoided by horizontal drilling the pipe through the root system, in lieu of open trench-
ing. Roots on smaller trees will be exposed and pruned during the excavation process. All work will be supervised by a Certified
Arborist hired by the contractor. Oversight will be conducted by the City Arborist working for the Parks Department

Why | support HELP.. A personal experience. From Cindy Ramm

We all become accustomed to our quiet little neighborhood being totally safe. It is easy to fall into this sense of security when our evenings close
seeing friends out on a walk or a jog and we wake up to pretty much to the same thing. However at 12:30 AM last June 18t that was hardly the
case.

My husband and | had both gone to bed when there was a call from our neighbor. “A man has driven through your garage door...keep your doors
locked, | have called 911.” Now that, my friends, is a wake up calll | threw on my clothes and ran downstairs to look out my kitchen window to
indeed see a car smashed through my garage door.

To set the scene, we live on the corner of Morrison and Orleans with our driveway and garage off Morrison. We have a beautiful Laurel Oak
taking more than its share of the driveway with my car parked in the driveway. For this car to go through our garage door it needed the skirt
around the tree and go past my car!

Looking out the kitchen window about 2 minutes after my neighbor’s call | saw an officer approach the car. Now that was fast, | thought, 911 really
responded. It was not the officers responding to the 911 call outside in our driveway, they came 10 minutes later, it was our HEEEY diiat
heard the call over the radio and recognizing the address was first on the scene.

The driver had a medical issue and was incoherent behind the wheel. However, his foot was still on the accelerator with the car trying to move
forward against the metal door. The officer immediately moved his foot and turned off the car (which | might add narrowly avoided hitting a full
propane gas tank for a gas grill). The HELP officer called for EMS to immediately come and the driver soon was off to receive the medical attention
he needed.

Eventually, we did have quite the response from the 911 call: three officers, a fire truck and ambulance. However, as | said, it was about 10
minutes after the HELP officer. What could have turned into a more serious life threatening issue and a possible fire to our home was diffused by an
immediate response.

After reports were taken and heads were scratched as to “how did he do this”, the 911 officers soon left. It was the HELP officer that stayed until the
tow truck had removed the car and the door was partially secured.

We were very fortunate that evening in two ways...we had a neighbor that responded calmly and quickly and we had the HELP officer. Without
those two the situation could have been quite different that lazy June evening.
